I have a question about bug setup.
I have a couple of Vibroplex keys and both have the same issue.

I think it my setup as opposed to the keys.

I cannot get a clean string of dots when I try to increase the speed of the key.
At slow speeds it perfect but any attempt to increase speed by reducing the weight on the pendulum or by moving the weight towards the front of the key results in badly times strings of dots.
